C.  Make-ups & Late work policies:  Late work is NOT accepted in Pre-AP Classes!


Students with excused absences will have 1 day for each day absent to make up work with a maximum of 5 days.  


Students who were absent but had prior notice of an upcoming assignment or test must complete the assignment or test on the first day back to school.  Students will receive a grade of zero (0) for any assignment or test not made up within the allotted time.


Unexcused absences will not have the opportunity to make-up missed class work, projects, quizzes or tests for credit. A Zero will be recorded.  Remember, you have three (3) days to change an unexcused absence to an excused absence!
