Course Description: 
This course is designed to teach students to be successful mathematical problem solvers. It is a continuation of algebraic and geometric concepts developed in Algebra I.  
Course Objective: 
The purpose of this class is to improve your problem solving skills as well as your basic algebra skills, and prepare you for college math courses.  Topics include real numbers, rules of exponents, polynomials, factoring, linear equations, linear inequalities, graphing linear equations and inequalities, and rational expressions.  An overall grade for the semester of 70 or higher indicates that the student has completed the course and may be considered complete in College Preparatory 1, Elementary Algebra, or equivalent at the RGV-IHEs.
